FIU FOOTBALL STADIUM EXPANSION
Miami, FL

The state-of-the-art expansion of the FIU football stadium will result in a sports and entertainment complex for football and pro
soccer games, concerts and other events. This venue will not only serve the needs of the University’s football team but will also
serve the local community. This phase of construction will bring the stadium’s capacity to approximately 20,000. The expansion
also includes an upper concourse, a new press box, new lighting, a jumbotron scoreboard, new coaches’ offices, locker rooms,
expansion of the weight room and 19 suites. Additional phases of construction are planned to include a student support complex
and will bring the stadium’s seating capacity to approximately 45,000.
